Los Angeles, CA (September 6, 2007) D The Italian Cultural Institute and West of Rome are
pleased to present a solo show by Milan-based artist, Liliana Moro, on view from September 20
through November 2, 2007, at The Italian Cultural Institute!s Spazio Italia Gallery.

The exhibition includes Underdog, an ambitious bronze sculptural group from 2005 consisting of
a pack of five dogs frozen in a pose of attack, and A cat is a cat is a cat is a catE(2 007), a new
wall-based piece made of 4 needlepoint works depicting cats.

Moro works with a variety of media, including drawing, sculpture, sound, video and
performance, that shape a multi-faceted world sourced from ordinary materials and everyday
objects. A cat is a cat is a cat is a catE consists of embroideries made with /amZthreads (made
of woven fabric and metal), and in doing so combines a soft, ornamental technique with a hard
material. Conversely, for Underdog she uses a classical monumental materialN bronzeN to
express the idea of strength. Through this formal balance between fragility and strength, her
work unmasks aesthetic and social assumptions.

In addition, the exhibition will include Eau (2003), a
collection of water sounds (fountains, streams, rivers
and seas) recently included in the Collection Graziella
Lonardi Buontempo and featured at Villa Medici, Rome.
Eau is highlighted in Los Angeles for the VII Annual
Italian Language Week (October 22 28, 2007), themed
OTe Italian Language and the Sea.O

representative Italian artists of her generation. She is the co-founder of the artist space Spazio
di via Lazzaro Palazzi, which was active in the early "90sin Milan. She studied at the Brera
Academy of Fine Arts with Luciano Fabro, a seminal artist of the Italian movement Arte Povera.

Moro has taken part in important international public exhibitions, including Documenta IX,
Kassel, 1992; Aperto 193, XLV Venice Biennial, 1993; QVounds. Between Democracy and
Redemption in Contemporary Art,OModerna Museet, Stockholm, 1998; Minimalia,OP.S.1, New
York, 1999; | Valencia Biennial, 2001; Oles Enfants Terribles,01909-2004, Museo Cantonale,
Lugano, 2004; Monuments for the USA,OCCA Wattis Institute for Contemporary Arts, San
Francisco, 2005.

Her works are included in important public and private collections, such as: Castello di Rivoli,
Italy; Museo Pecci, Prato, Italy; FNAC, Paris; FRAC, OrlZans, France; FRAC Rh™he-
Alpes/Nouveau MusZe, Villeurbanne, Lyon; MUHKA, Antwerp, Belgium; Galleria d!Arte
